 The fair is designed to educate people about common causes of drowning or injuries 

which include lapses in adult supervision of children, swimming beyond marked boundaries 

and undesignated areas, alcohol and drug abuse, reckless operation of watercraft, diving 

from banks into unknown depths, skiing in congested areas, overexertion and overcrowding 

of boats.   

The coalition is made up of 13 different groups that will be supporting the event. The 

fair will feature ten booths with activities that will teach water and boating safety to 

participants. Some activities include lifejacket fitting, boat entry procedures, sinking boat 

scenarios, and boat rides.
