ACCIDENT:  Struck by skid steer loader 
 
Date:  02 Jan 03 

 
WHAT HAPPENED:  While signaling operator of skid steer loader on the 
direction he needed to move.  The operator while moving raised the bucket, 
pinning the employee’s arm between the lift arm and handhold on loader.  
 
CONTRIBUTING FACTORS:  
 

• To close to skid steer loader. 
• Operator raised the bucket before making sure everyone was clear. 
 

RESULTS:  Sprained arm

designated qualified personnel.
